Public Announcement regarding FY2021 Nuclear Disaster Prevention
Drill (Part1)

A Kagoshima Prefecture Nuclear Disaster Prevention Drill will be held beginning at 7 AM
today, organized by Kagoshima Prefecture, Satsumasendai City, Ichikikushikino City, Akune
City, Kagoshima City, Izumi City, Hioki City, Aira City, Satsuma Town, and Nagashima Town.

Comprehensive training with the cooperation of citizens, national government, businesses,
etc. will be implemented in order to improve the disaster prevention awareness of local
residents and relevant agencies, based on the National Nuclear Emergency Response
Guidelines, pre-existing prefectural and municipal evacuation plans, etc.

During the drill, we will be conducting information dissemination drills in some areas
through the use of disaster prevention wireless broadcasts and cars with loudspeakers. We
ask for the understanding and cooperation of residents in these areas, as vehicles and
personnel involved will be actively training.

The training scenario is as follows:

With COVID-19 still spreading within the prefecture, at 7 AM today, an earthquake with a
maximum seismic intensity of 7 (M7.2) will occur, which will trigger an automatic shutdown
of Sendai Nuclear Power Station reactors 1&2, as well as a loss of all external power.
Cooling of the reactors will be maintained by the emergency power supply, but leakage of
Unit 2 reactor’s primary coolant will occur.

Soon after, the amount of leakage will increase and result in the declaration of a Site Area
Emergency. Subsequently, the emergency power supply will fail and all power will be lost,
which will place it under the General Emergency stage of nuclear emergency.

Public Announcement regarding FY2021 Nuclear Disaster Prevention

supplied with power by emergency diesel generator, and the reactors are being cooled by
water supplied to the steam generators.

At 7 AM, Kagoshima Prefecture established the Prefectural Disaster Management
Headquarters at Satsumasendai City’'s Off-Site Center. Municipal Disaster Management
Headquarters were also established concurrently in Satsumasendai City, Ichikikushikino
City, Akune City, Kagoshima City, Izumi City, Hioki City, Aira City, Satsuma Town, and
Nagashima Town.

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Public Announcement regarding FY2021 Nuclear Disaster Prevention

Sendai Nuclear Power Station Unit 2 has experienced a critical failure which has triggered
the Alert emergency classification level under the Nuclear Emergency Response Guideline.

This notification is pursuant to Article 10 of the Act on Special Measures Concerning
Nuclear Emergency Preparedness, as well as triggering the Site Area Emergency
classification level of the Nuclear Emergency Response Guideline. As a result, as of 8:40AM,
the national government, prefectural government, and relevant local governments have
ordered the following:

1. Persons within the PAZ who require special assistance should shelter indoors until
able to safely evacuate, and when evacuation preparations are completed, receive
the distributed dose of stable iodine and evacuate. However, those who risk
increased health concerns by evacuating should shelter indoors. Temporary visitors
within the PAZ who are able to safely return home by car should do so after receiving
stable iodine supplements, and shelter indoors until able to safely evacuate.

2. In the event of sheltering indoors, if it is difficult to shelter indoors at your residence
due to damage from the earthquake, etc., please shelter indoors at the nearest safe
designated evacuation shelter.

3. Residents within the PAZ (excluding persons who require special care) should
prepare to evacuate.

4. Residents within the PAZ (excluding persons who require special care) should
prepare to receive stable iodine.
